A regular meeting of the committee was convened at 1:33 p.m. on this date. 
Members Present: Council Members John Quincy (Chair), Elizabeth Glidden, Andrew Johnson, Lisa Bender, 
Blong Yang, and Linea Palmisano 
 
Matters listed below are hereby submitted with the following recommendations; to-wit: 

1. Legal settlement – Davis Thomas v. City of Minneapolis (16-00712) 

Approving the settlement of Davis Thomas v. City of Minneapolis, MDCR File No. A6657-PS-1A, by 
payment of $12,000 to Davis Thomas, and authorizing the City Attorney’s Office and the 
Department of Civil Rights to execute any documents necessary to effectuate settlement. 

On motion by Quincy, carried on voice vote, the matter was approved.  

2. Legal settlement - claims of Joanne Meller and Todd Hayes (16-00713) 

Approving  the settlement of the claims of Joanne Meller and Todd Hayes, by a combined payment 
of $16,800 to Joanne Meller and Todd Hayes, and authorizing the City Attorney’s Office to execute 
any documents necessary to effectuate settlement.

3. Legal settlement - Catrice Lynch v. City of Minneapolis (16-00714) 

Approving the settlement of Catrice Lynch v. City of Minneapolis by payment of $10,000 to Catrice 
Lynch and reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs in an amount to be awarded by the Court to her 
attorneys, and authorizing the City Attorney’s Office to execute any documents necessary to 
effectuate settlement.

4. Legal settlement - City of Minneapolis v. Copeland Trucking Inc. (16-00723) 

Approving the settlement of claim City of Minneapolis v. Copeland Trucking Inc. by payment of 
$45,268.67 by Great West Casualty Company to the City of Minneapolis and authorizing the City 
Attorney’s Office to execute any documents necessary to effectuate the settlement.

5. Bid by AVI Systems, Inc. for Upgrading Playback System (16-00715) 

Approving acceptance of the single bid of AVI Systems, Inc. (OP No. 8286) in the amount of 
$78,092.67 to furnish and deliver all labor, materials and incidentals necessary for the Upgrading 
Playback System in City Hall for the Minneapolis Communications Department.

7. Wireless Minneapolis Community Benefits Account for Rainbow Terrace (16-00717) 

Approving an application for a free wireless community account through the Wireless Minneapolis 
Community Benefits program for Rainbow Terrace Public Housing Highrise. 

On motion by Quincy, carried on voice vote, the matter was approved. 

8. Gift Acceptance for City staff travel expenses to Sweden (16-00718) 

Passage of Resolution accepting a gift of approximately $2,555 from the U.S State Department and 
various Swedish entities for the travel of Abdirashid Ahmed, East African Community Specialist with 
the Neighborhood and Community Relations Department, to Sweden to discuss outreach to 
immigrant communities.

9. Contract amendment with Blue Sky Veterinary Services for in-kind veterinary care for Minneapolis 
Animal Care and Control (16-00684) 

Authorizing an increase to contract C-36819 with Blue Sky Veterinary Services of $80,000, for a not-
to-exceed total of $130,000, and an extension through April 15, 2017, for in-kind veterinary care for 
Minneapolis Animal Care and Control.

10. Contract amendment with Dr. Camille McArdle for veterinary services to Minneapolis Animal Care 
and Control (16-00686) 

Authorizing an increase of contract C-39207 from $50,000 to a new not to exceed total of 
$55,025.51, to provide veterinary services to Minneapolis Animal Care and Control.

11. Fiscal Year 2015 Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) Service funding recommendations (16-00687)

Services) initiatives:  up to $155,313.50 for St. Stephens Human Services; and up to $155,313.50 for 
Catholic Charities. 

2. Authorizing contract documents with the organizations receiving the ESG funds.

13. Agreement with Winona State University (16-00646) 

Authorizing a five-year Academic Memorandum of Agreement with Winona State University, College 
of Nursing and Health Sciences, Department of Health, Exercise & Rehabilitative Sciences, to provide 
education experiences for their students.

14. Contract amendment with Wetland Habitat Restorations Ecological for Greenway Project (16-00647) 

Authorizing an amendment to Contract No. 39625 with Wetland Habitat Restorations Ecological, 
increasing the contract by $75,000, for a revised contract total of $140,000, for installation, 
maintenance, and de-installation of a five-block temporary demonstration pilot for the Northside 
Greenway Project.

15. Grant from Blue Cross Blue Shield for Greenway Project (16-00648) 

1. Accepting a grant from Blue Cross Blue Shield of Minnesota in the amount of $225,000 to 
support ongoing planning and community engagement for the North Minneapolis Greenway 
and the formalization of a North Minneapolis Greenway Council. 

2. Authorizing an agreement with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Minnesota for the grant. 

3. Passage of Resolution appropriating the funds to the Health Department.

16. Grant from Energy Foundation for energy benchmarking services (16-00649) 

1. Accepting a grant from the Energy Foundation in the amount of $30,000 for energy 
benchmarking services over nine months.

3. Passage of Resolution appropriating the funds to the Health Department.

17. Grant application to Centers for Disease Control and Prevention for adolescent intimate partner 
violence prevention (16-00650) 

Authorizing the submittal of a grant application to the Federal Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention for up to $412,500 annually over five years for implementing prevention strategies for 
intimate partner violence among adolescents.

Authorizing the submittal of a grant application to the Federal Department of Justice for up to 
$500,000 over two years for continuation and enhancement of existing community engagement 
strategies focused on youth violence prevention.

19. 2016 Urban Scholars Program funding from partner organizations (16-00704) 

1. Accepting pass-through and reimbursement dollars from Urban Scholar partner organizations 
(Minneapolis Public Schools, The Minneapolis Parks and Recreation Board, the State of 
Minnesota, Hennepin County, and Greater Twin Cities United Way) to cover professional 
services and wages for Urban Scholars programming for the period of May 23-August 12, 2016, 
in an amount up to $61,939.36. 

2. Passage of Resolution approving appropriation to the Department of Civil Rights.

20. Contract with Twins Ballpark, LLC for bomb detection security services at Target Field (16-00705) 

1. Authorizing a revenue agreement with Twins Ballpark, LLC for the City of Minneapolis Police 
Department to provide two Bomb Unit technicians and one Police Officer K-9 handler, for bomb 
detection security services at Target Field for up to 30 large scale events during 2016, in an 
amount up to $26,000. 

2. Passage of Resolution approving appropriation to the Police Department.

21. Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension Joint Powers Agreement for the Criminal Justice Data 
Communications Network (CJDN) and Court Data Services Subscriber Amendment to the CJDN 
agreement (16-00706) 

1. Authorizing the five-year State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreement for the Criminal Justice 
Data Communications Network (CJDN) Agreement for sharing criminal justice information 
among criminal justice agencies. 

2. Authorizing the Court Data Services Subscriber Amendment to the CJDN Joint Powers 
Agreement for court-related criminal justice information. 

3. Approving quarterly payments of $21,450 to the State Bureau of Apprehension to access to the 
CJDN, with the annual contract total of $85,800 and $429,000 over the five year term of the 
agreement.

22. Contract with Lyndale Neighborhood Association for Graffiti Prevention Project (16-00654) 

Authorizing the amendment and reinstatement of Contract No. C-38440 with the Lyndale 
Neighborhood Association (LNA) for the period of Sept. 30, 2015, through March 31, 2016, for 
Innovative Graffiti Prevention Micro Grant project activities that were not completed within the 
contract term or previously amended term.
