Greenprint marks progress toward making Minneapolis a more sustainable city

Creating a more sustainable community is a top priority of Minneapolis leaders, because the quality of life in
the city is linked to the health and well-being of our neighborhoods and our environment. Helping us get there
is Minneapolis Greenprint: an annual report that shows our progress toward some key ecological goals.

The fourth edition of Minneapolis Greenprint is now available. Along with tracking ten indicators from previous
years, this fourth edition of Greenprint has an 11" indicator that focuses on green jobs and the green econ-
omy. This includes areas such as eco-friendly construction, transportation, energy efficiency, conservation and
renewable energy.

Some highlights of Greenprint include:

The City met its target for no combined sewer overflows all year during rainstorms — for the second year in a
row. Upgrades to the sewer system in Minneapolis have resulted in a dramatic reduction in overflows, which
are harmful to our lakes and river.

The City adopted an ordinance that restricts vehicle idling in the city and raises awareness about the effects of
vehicles on global warming and air quality.

The City supported biking as a transportation choice by adding more trails, building the Midtown Bike Center,
launching the Bike Walk Ambassador program and revising the zoning code to require bicycle parking for most
developments.

The City awarded a second year of climate change grants to support grassroots efforts motivating residents
and businesses to take action to reduce global warming and save money.

The City completed the City Hall and Courthouse building’s 5,000-square-foot green roof with plantings as part
of a waterproofing and stormwater management project. Plants will be irrigated with rainwater from a 10,000
gallon cistern installed as part of the project.

Census workers in Minneapolis to verify addresses

Census questionnaires won’t be mailed out to households until March 2010. Before then, Census Bureau work-
ers will be hitting the streets here in Minneapolis and across the nation trying to verify addresses for millions of
Americans.

This process, called address verification, is a critically important step to assure that every housing unit re-
ceives a census questionnaire. It’'s the first publicly visible activity of the 2010 Census, and it should last about
six to eight weeks.

Census workers may knock on doors to verify addresses and inquire about additional living quarters on certain
premises. They may also ask people in some neighborhoods simple questions about housing units. The infor-
mation collected will be kept confidential.

By law the Census Bureau cannot share respondents’ answers with any other government agency. No court of
law or law enforcement agency can find out respondents’ answers. All Census Bureau employees — including
temporary workers — take an oath for life to keep census information confidential.

The census is performed every ten years to determine populations for congressional seats and government
program funding. This current count has added significance here in Minnesota because the state could poten-
tially lose a seat in the U.S. House of Representatives. Locally, census results are used to determine every-
thing from state legislative districts to school district boundaries.
