Anyone
who parks on the street will need to follow these
rules or their cars may be ticketed and towed.

e “No Parking” signs — City crews will post
“No Parking” signs at least 24 hours before
sweeping any streets, banning parking from
7am — 4:30pm on the day a street is swept.
Vehicles parked in violation of the “No
Parking” signs will be ticketed and towed to
the Minneapolis Impound Lot.

Clean Streets Mean a Healthier
Environment

Minneapolis is known for its
sparkling lakes and waterways,
and we want to keep it that
way. Street sweeping is one
way we work to protect our
environment because it keeps
leaves and debris from clogging our storm drains
and polluting our lakes and rivers. Please don't
push leaves into the streets — it's bad for our lakes
and waterways, can cause safety hazards, and is
against the law.

To highlight this issue, in mid-October Metro
Blooms and volunteers picked up 50 bags of leaves
out of the street near 31st and Elliot. If all of those
leaves washed into storm drains, that would be
enough to bloom 10,000 pounds of algae in
Powderhorn Lake next summer. One pound of
leaves washed into the lake contains enough
phosphorous to bloom ten pounds of algae. You
can learn more about community leaf cleanup
events at www.freshwater.org.

Yard Waste Collection Ends the Week

of Nov. 15

Your garbage collection day in the
week of Nov 15 is this year’s last
collection for leaves, brush and other
yard trimmings at no additional
charge. Set bags of leaves and
bundles of brush next to your garbage
cart by 6am.

Branches and leaves must be tied or bagged. Leaf
bags must be smaller than 33 gallons and weigh
less than 40 pounds. Branches must be less than
three inches in diameter and less than three feet
long, and bundles must weigh less than 40 pounds.

BRT Station on Sunday Dec 5"

ribbon cutting at the
46th Street BRT
station on Sunday, Dec 5, at 2pm! The new station
at 46th Street over 1-35W is the first in-lane station
in the Twin Cities for Bus Rapid Transit (BRT).
Transit riders can use stairs or an elevator in the
station to travel from the bridge to an enclosed area
on the freeway below to catch the bus. Bicycle
riders can use bike racks at 46th Street or bring
them in the station and onto the BRT Bus.
Features will include real-time signage announcing
arrival times of BRT Busses.

Changes for neighbors include improved local
service to the BRT station, with service on E 46th
Street and E 42nd Street every 15 minutes during
rush hour. Some of the biggest benefits to riders
will include much faster service to southern
suburban destinations.

Avenue Corridor Framework Small Area Plan.

One of the required steps for the City after approval
of a Small Area Plan is to review existing zoning as
part of a rezoning study. At 38" and Chicago, the
City has proposed zoning changes to help
implement the vision for revitalization from the 38"
and Chicago Small Area Plan.

Things Are Looking Bright at the

Minneapolis Convention Center

The solar array will connect directly to the
convention center’s internal electrical system and
produce 750,000 kWh of renewable energy per
year. That's the equivalent of powering 85 homes
annually. When completed, the array will reduce
coal consumption by approximately 367 metric tons
every year. This installation uses local partners and
local labor, which is good for our economy and
boosts our local talent for future projects.

The 600 kW system will be made up of 2,613
panels installed at an angle on the flat portions of
the roof; it will not be visible from the street. The
installation was made possible by a $2 million grant
from Xcel Energy’s Renewable Development Fund.
Solar energy is clean and renewable; the facility is
staying just as productive, just as comfortable and
just as bright using less energy, and that’s good
government.

RiverLake Greenway Construction
Underway

RiverLake Greenway construction
is almost complete! This includes
final construction of bumpouts,
medians, one diverter, and placing
traffic and wayfinding signs along
the route. Two-way traffic and parking remain on
40™ Street. You can review detailed layout plans at
www.ci.minneapolis.mn.us/cip/riverlake.

BIKE ROUTE

Some elements of the RiverLake Greenway will be
implemented in Spring of 2011. For instance,
striping/pavement “share the road” markings will be
painted after the winter season, in order to get the
longest life from them.

The City and neighborhoods of Bryant and Bancroft
are soliciting interest in planting and ongoing
maintenance of the many new green spaces
created along the RiverLake Greenway, including
opportunities at Portland, Park, Bloomington, and
11th Avenue all along 40th Street. Individuals,
block clubs, or organizations can adopt a green
space. To prevent erosion over the winter, sod will
be laid in available green spaces this

fall. Neighbors will be able to plant the green
spaces in the Spring, with project funding help.
