National Night Out may be the pinnacle neighborhood gathering night of the year, but it is 
important to carry the relationships formed forward and deepen them throughout the year. 
Court Watch is a community-focused way to do this.  Property Crimes Court Watch was re-
cently established in the Minneapolis Police Department’s Third Precinct (serving the east 
side of Ward 11 – east of 35W) as a response to a significant increase in property crimes in 
both home and garage burglaries. 
 
Several components are built into a Court Watch including:  

• a Community resident Co-Chair,  

• an invitation to participate in regularly scheduled precinct-wide community meetings 
where you will receive updates on those arrested and the court process, 

• notification to the community about the need to write impact statements for the courts 
about repeat burglars, 

• an opportunity to educate judges about the personal impacts of being a victim of a 
home or garage burglary,  

• timely information on upcoming court hearings and outcomes, and 

• an opportunity to be informed about judges’ actions and court results 
 

Property Crimes Court Watch will meet Monday, September 12, from 6:30—7:30 pm, Holy 
Cross Lutheran Church, 1720 E Minnehaha Parkway (Off of 18th Ave S), Community Room 
on street level.  Enter on East side of Church on 18th Ave.

The City of Minneapolis has 
a new web address: 
www.minneapolismn.gov. 
While the new address is 
shorter and easier to re-
member, the most signifi-
cant benefit is that it pro-
vides the public with an 
added reassurance that it is 
the official City government 
site, since only government 
entities are allowed to have 
a “dot gov” domain. 

 

The old domain name – 
www.ci.minneapolis.mn.us 
– will continue to work in-
definitely, but people are 
encouraged to update their 
bookmarks and use 
www.minneapolismn.gov 

when visiting the City’s 
website.  

 

In addition to the new 
domain name, City email 
addresses are also 
changing. City employee 
email addresses are now 

formatted like this: 
firstname.lastname@minne
apolismn.gov. Like the web 
address, the old email ad-
dresses will continue to 
work indefinitely, so if a per-
son sends an email to 
firstname.lastname@ci.min
neapolis.mn.us, that City 
employee will still receive 
the email message.  

 

Minneapolis 79 

To coincide with the shift to 
a new web address, the City 
also launched a revamped 
government television chan-
nel: Minneapolis 79. Among 
the changes viewers will 
see: 
 

• A “live” graphic bug in 
the upper left corner 
during live council 
meetings so viewers 
can immediately tell 
when they are tuned in 
to a live City Council or 
Committee meeting. 

• New “lower third” 
graphics that provide 
on-screen information 
during City meetings. 

• A consistent program-
ming schedule so it’s 
easier for people to 
know when to tune in to 
watch a Council or Com-
mittee meeting. 

• A new set of short pub-
lic education videos 
that promote important 
City news and informa-
tion. These “Did You 
Know…” segments are 
also produced in Span-
ish, Somali and Hmong.  

 

The program schedule in-
cludes more rebroadcasts 
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Minneapolis Updates Its Electronic Technology 
of government meetings. In 
addition to airing live and 
rebroadcast City Council 
meetings on Minneapolis 
79, the City of Minneapolis 
offers live and archived 
meetings on its website. 
Live Minneapolis 79 pro-
gramming can now also be 
viewed on most mobile de-
vices at http://
minneapolis.implex.net/
video.htm.  

 

The Minneapolis City Coun-
cil approved the new web 
domain name in November 
2010, and since then the 
City’s Business Information 
Services department has 
been working to ensure that 
all Web pages and email 
addresses would work prop-
erly once the conversion to 
the new domain name was 
implemented.

A new mapping study of 
the Minneapolis tree can-
opy, made with the latest 
available technologies in-
cluding satellite imagery, is 
now available online. The 
study finds that nearly 32 
percent of Minneapolis is 
covered in tree canopy, 
which is greater than previ-
ously estimated. Not only is 
the majority of the city’s 
tree canopy on residential 
property, but the greatest 
potential for new tree can-
opy also lies on residential 
property. Minneapolis prop-
erty owners can check the 
map to find out which pri-

energy consump-
tion. The map can 
help neighbor-
hoods strategically 
plan and target 
resources for the 
greatest return on 

investment in our tree can-
opy, including reduced 
stormwater runoff and re-
duced energy consump-
tion. 

 

Staff plans to update maps 
following events such as 
the May tornado in north 
Minneapolis.
