A. Clarification on Emergency Partial Pick-ups and Returns: This could be for various reasons. We have not had to move the dumpster for snow emergencies or street sweeping. This is very rare and would be more likely for an event like a large protest. 

Q2. Are there meters that need to be hooded and if so, what is the cost?

A. Clarification on meters and related cost: There are no meters at the location of the construction waste dumpster. As noted in the “Ordinances and Regulations” section, the contractor is responsible for all permits. This would include the ROWAY permit if required by the City.
